Review of Organization and Retrieval Systems for Broadcast Media

Although we already have an extensive bibliography on the subject we wouldn't like to miss anything through oversight, so, we’re interested in any references you can provide, old or new, and especially in stuff that's hard to get too, such as technical reports, etc.  Any material in machine-readable form is encouraged, via email or URL.

Because of the imposed time constraints for completing the review, we'll need to receive the materials by November 20, 2001, for it to be of help in preparing the review.

Citations contributed to this effort will be shared with the individuals who have helped us identify resources.  The review will be disseminated to the scholarly community in general.
